The Sneaker Project


Part 1 Requirements





You have been contacted by the owner of a Sneaker shop. He wants you to write a computer program that his customers can use to obtain price quotes.  He wants his customers to be able to deal with a visually attractive program at their own pace, rather than feel pressured by a sales clerk. He wants to start simple, and after a few months, evaluate the success or failure of his attempts at modernization.  The basic requirements for the system are these:





1. Permit the customer to choose among 5 brands of  Sneakers: Adidas, Reebok, Nike, Etonic, and Converse. The customer can select only 1 brand per quotation. 





2. Permit the customer to choose from a variety of types of sneakers. In general, each brand has  Cross-trainers, Basketball, Fitness, Running and Walking sneakers, although some types are not available for particular brands.  





3. Permit the customer to choose a quantity for each type of sneaker.  





4. Permit the customer to choose Adult sneakers or Children Sneakers, but not both. They are priced differently.  The customer may not mix and match Adult and Children's sneakers in the same price quotation.  





5. When the customer chooses a brand, one or more types, a quantity, and Adult or Child category, then the program should display a price based on the tables below.  





6. If the customer forgets to select a brand, one or more sneaker types, a quantity, or an Adult or Child preference, then a warning message should be displayed.  





7. Because of your wealth of experience with System Design, you decide that the color of the form should be customizable.  





8. The program should have menus to permit an exit of the program only with a password.  The menu should also include an option to change colors.





9. The program should display a Help About form saying something nice about the programmer (you!)





10. The main form of the program should display a running date and time.





Instructors Note: These instructions are not terribly specific because I want to encourage you to be as creative as possible.





Begin your project by designing a user friendly interface.  After you've done that, observe the default behavior of the controls, and make sure that they will permit you to solve the problem of displaying a price for the customer's selection.





After that, begin filling in the gaps with program code.
